ISSUES TO BE ADDRESSED

1.
Strengths
1.1 The school is supportive and adopts a liberal policy towards the teachers. This enables them to have a free hand in designing the curriculum and related activities.
1.2 Fund is assigned for activities.
1.3 The Liberal Studies Panel works closely with the panel in organizing learning activities.

2.
Weaknesses

2.1 The student intake is of medium ability. It is worried if they can get along with the enquiry approach, which requires initiative and independence in learning.

2.2 There is a CMI class.  Students of this class is of low ability in English.  It is worried if they can use English as a medium of instruction in learning this subject.

2.3 There are no ready teaching materials from different channels. Teachers have to prepare school-based learning and teaching materials by themselves, which is a great burden to them.

2.4 Being a school-based subject, the current IH curriculum framework cannot be regarded as a balanced integration of the six strands since it does not put much emphasis on the strand of the Personal and Social Development, which is to be covered in the Religious Studies and Ethics lessons.

2.5 Since there is a new IH teacher, she is not experienced in teaching IH.  Much supervision is required.

Opportunities

3.1 As Liberal Studies is a core subject in the NSS curriculum, parents are more positive towards the subject.                                                                                                         

3.2 Liberal Studies allows greater capacity for the subject development.
3.3 Funding from EDB is assigned for organizing learning activities related to Liberal Studies.
4.
Threat

4.1 Due to ageing population, the school likely admits students of lower ability which subsequently make teaching more difficult.
4.2 Publishers are not willing to publish textbooks in English on this subject as the market is shrinking.
4.3 Few seminars are held from time to time to develop teachers in this area.
